The maximum amount of funds available is as follows:
$750 for conferences in Western Canada (BC, Alberta, Saskatchewan, Manitoba)
$1,000 for conferences in Eastern Canada (east of Manitoba) or in the USA
$1,500 for conferences outside of Canada or the USA

CONDITIONS

e Applicants must be a member of BCNAR
e Applicants may only receive one BCNAR travel award per year
e Applicants must be actively engaged in aging-and-health research

e Applicants must be affiliated with an academic intuition, community program, or hospital and be
based in the province of British Columbia

o Applicants must be presenting, as first author, a paper or poster at an upcoming
conference. Please attach a copy of your letter of acceptance from the conference organizers
AND a copy of your abstract.

e Preference will be given to graduate students, followed by junior faculty and professionals

o Allowable expenses under this bursary are airfare, conference registration,
accommodation, meals and transportation. Funds will be reimbursed after the
conference, and only upon submission of original receipts and (if applicable) airline
boarding passes

e Travel awards must be accepted in advance of the conference. Awards for
conferences which have already taken place will not be reimbursed.
